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Annual Report 2002-03

As regular activities during year 2002-03 the organization has undertaken Women Empowerment and child labour eradication activities under MDDP Programme and WVD Programme. The organization has also taken initiative for drinking water programme along with women, children and farmers. In association with Indo-German Water-shed Development Programme the organization has undertaken water and soil conservation programme in six villages of Latur district. 

The Main Activities for the year are as follows;

· Women Empowerment

a) SHG Formation

The organization has formed women’s 28 SHGs in 18 villages of Ahemadpur block where 10 SHGs members belong from the BPL families. The organization has also given training to these groups with regards to account maintenance at groups level and group management. ‘Women should also think about village level problems in their group meetings’ this concept also inculcate amongst the women (Group Members) by the organization. There are total 260 members are there and forms 28 groups while their saving amount is more than Rs.2, 19,615. This saved amount is utilized to issue loan to the group members in their need. These groups also take care that regular repayment of loan should be there so that more members can have asses to the loan facilities. 

b) Loan for Women

The organization has provided this loan facility to 40 women that mostly include widow, belong from weaker section of society and a SHG member. The main objective of providing this loan to the beneficiaries was for starting their small business like Tailoring, Goat rearing and other business. Totally Rs.1,23,000 has distributed among the women as a loan by the organization. 

c) Programme for Women Development    

For the year 2002-2003 the organization has undertake various programmes with the aim of women empowerment with more emphasis on knowledge and skill development.

All the programmes are listed here below;

· Child Labour prevention Programme

Identifying the problem of Child Labour in association with agriculture labour the organization has been working on the child labour issue from its conception. With the aim of prevention of child labour the organization has been organizing various programmes. For the year 2002-03 the organization has organized Awareness, Exhibitions, Study Center for child labour, Enrollment of child labour in schools, Picnic for child labours, Child rights campaign, Exhibition of posters of eradication of child labour, Participation and organization of national programme for eradication of child labour. Some programme are explained here in details 

· Education awareness campaign 

The organization strongly believes that to eradicate child labour every child should be enrolled in school that’s the only way to handle the issue of child labour. With that concern the organization has been implementing Educational Awareness Campaign in villages for last two years. There are three basic aims & objective for implementing this campaign;

1. Education at all level of society

2. Eradication for child involved in labourious work

3. To improve children’s interest in education.

Having these objectives in mind a group of 5-10 volunteers enter in to the village and stay there for couple of day conducting various programme with different groups in the village. It creates educational atmosphere in the whole village. The Volunteers get divided in three groups and each work with children, adult and the last looks at group management. The one that works with children organizes various competition and entrainment programme for children. While the other that works with adult plans in association with local education committee, local groups and women for the further action to be taken for educational development of children. With the intention of enrolling each child and eradication of child labour these groups also organize street plays & Gram Sabha where they use various audio visual aids.

All these programmes are the first session of the campaign while the next session of the campaign will have emphasis on empowerment of village education committee, integration of efforts of all the organization working in the same target area for children education, 100% enrollment of children in school, prevention of drop-out & establishment of study center at village level etc.

· Re-enrollment of labour children in school

With MDDP programme and VD programme the organization working on prevention of child labour in Ahemadpur, Ausa and Umarga block of the Latur district. Totally 82 childern from all the blocks are enrolled in school who were involved in labourous work. The organization believes that this success is the benefit of the both MDDP and VD programme.  

· Various programmes for child labour eradication

The organization has conducted various programmes to create awareness amongst the people in regards to Child labour. Those activities are mentioned as bellow;

1. Exhibitions  stall dealing with reduction of child labour issue in Malogaon Dist. Nanded

2. International Literacy day programme – September 8, 2002

3. Celebration of Children’s day November 14, 2002

4. Picnic for children involved in labourious work 

5. Study Center at village level for child labour

6. Children festival for child labours February 17, 18, 2003 in Pardevadi.

7. Discussion with parents of child labour

8. Training programme for Child Labour Staff May 18 to 20, 2002 in Naldurga.

9. 100% school enrollment of children at village level.

10. Child rights awareness campaign, December 10 to 14, 2002;

11. Child labour poster exhibition, December 19&20, 2002 in Lohara Latra Dist. Usmanabad.

12. Participation in National level programmes for child labour protest, March 5 to 7, 2003 in Mhaisoor.

13. Crèche programme for landless agricultural workers children in four villages. 

· Drinking and agricultural water

Latur district; especially Ahemadpur and Palam blocks of the district are very draught prone areas. Once in a year water problems pops-up here in thess blocks. Farmers can have one crop in a year. Having lack of cannel facilities Well is the only source of irrigation in these areas. Due to all these problems small farmers and agricultural labours migrate in city areas for employment. This migration has very deep impact on their children’s education and put them to labour work. 

To over come this problem and small marginal farmers can have some relief from these problems the organization has been implementing this programme for last three years. The uniqueness of the programme is that the organization is providing 75% amount for well digging to the group of 2-4 persons and the rest 25% has to be contributed by the farmers. SC, ST, OBC and weaker section are the main beneficiaries for the programme. Under the programme till today 55 new Wells has completed and 224 farmers are taking benefit of that. Other 49 Wells are also re-constructed to function in well manner and 113 farmers are taking benefits from them. The programme has enable to irrigate 103 ha agricultural land and created a source of drinking water to 18 villages that have total population 540 people. Along with the providing irrigation facilities to farmers the organization has also trained them to increase the yield. Whereas totally 75 farmers have taken benefits of these training. 

· Indo- German Watershed Development Programme

The main objective of this programme is to conserve the agricultural soil, to maintain water table and to provide regular employment to the villagers. The programme has been implemented by the organization in Narwatwadi, Yandarwadi, Narwatwadi Tanda, Kopnarwadi, Andhori and Dhaswadi villages from Ahemadpur block of Latur district. This programme has been initiated in year 2000 and for the present year 673.60 ha of land has covered in the project. The project also gave employment to 270050 villagers for the year
